-Calender
-Chat feature

The calender includes the students schedule, but is unique in its ability to include for the student relevant official events (like this hackathon, a bar tour) or unofficial ones. An Ai that can recommend an activity (by putting it into the calender) to a student based on its given data, could engage the student to meet other similar people or to have more fun. This Calender therefore eases the organisational part of a student and gives them ideas for what they could do in thier free-time.

Universities can use the chat feature to give announcements to the students. Students can use the chat channels to study or ask questions to a teacher. Discussions can be summarized by a language model for a quicker overlook. Our chat feature could also break language barriers for students from abroad, by translating the discussions.
